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( STOCK EXHAUST SYSTEM REMOVAL )

NOTE: These instructions are for models that are equipped with Auto lock saddlebags and radio system. If
your model does not have these features ignore any references.

1. Remove right side snap panel fo gain access to Auto Lock wiring. (Figure 1)

2. Unplug Auto Lock connection.

3. Remove and set aside right side saddlebag by using quick release handles inside saddlebag.

4. Repeat steps 1-3 to remove left side saddlebag.

5. On both sides, loosen both Torca band clamp and hose clamp on the front end of each mufflers.

6. Using 13mm wrench remove two M8 x 1.25mm bolts that mount the muffler to the bike and slide muffler off
of head pipe. NOTE: To reach right side muffler bolts remove radio antenna. (Figure 2)

VANCE & HINES EXHAUST INSTALLATION
1. Install the Torca band clamp (supplied) over the front of each muffler so that the bolt is o the inside and
the nut is facing down. NOTE: Do not use old Torca clamps.

2. Slip the muffler over the stock head pipe and mount the muffler to the support bracket using two 5/16-18
flange bolfs (supplied) and tighten. NOTE: There are different mufflers, logo faces outwards.

3. Tighten the two muffler Torca band clamps. (Torque specification 40-45 ft/lbs.)
4. Replace antenna, saddlebags, auto lock, and side snap panel.
5. Be sure to tighten all hardware before starting your motorcycle.

6. After test ride let pipes cool down and re-torque muffler band clamps.

1. When installing a new set of chrome pipes, make sure your hands are clean and free of oil. After installa
tion, thoroughly clean pipes with a soft cloth and cleaning solvent that will leave no residue ( chrome wax/
polish, glass cleaner, alcohol, ammonia, efc...) before starting the motorcycle.

2. Avoid long periods of idling as this can cause discoloration.

3. Intake leaks can cause the engine to run lean and overheat, this could lead to discoloration.
